	Decimal number bonds to 1
e.g.
0.1 + 0.9 = 1
0.2 + 0.8 = 1
0.3 + 0.7 = 1
0.4 + 0.6 = 1
0.5 + 0.5 = 1
0.7 + 0.3 = 1
0.8 + 0.2 = 1
0.9 + 0.1 = 1


What other facts do they know can help with these number bonds?
	Decimal number bonds to 10
e.g.
1.1 + 8.9 = 10	2.1 + 7.9 = 10
1.2 + 8.8 = 10	2.2 + 7.8 = 10
1.3 + 8.7 = 10	2.3 + 7.7 = 10
1.4 + 8.6 = 10	2.4 + 7.6 = 10
1.5 + 8.5 = 10	2.5 + 7.5 = 10
1.6 + 8.4 = 10	2.6 + 7.4 = 10
1.7 + 8.3 = 10	2.7 + 7.3 = 10
1.8 + 8.2 = 10	2.8 + 7.2 = 10
1.9 + 8.1 = 10	2.9 + 7.1 = 10	etc.

What strategies can they use to help with this?



Children should be able to answer questions like these as well as missing number problems e.g. 0.2 +      = 1 or   3.6 +      = 10
