· I will log-off safely before closing the lid of the laptop.
· I will only share pictures that I would share with my family.
 I won’t tell anyone personal details like my address, phone number, last name or birthday.
 I won’t log-in using anyone else’s username.
 I won’t put water bottles on the table when using ICT.
